Introduction and Conclusion Mini-Speech

Today, you will read through articles on how to do good speech introductions as well as how to form strong endings, or conclusions.  In addition, look at the page 7 in your course pack which is devoted to introductions and conclusions.  Get a solid idea of how to form an effective introduction and conclusion as well as what methods should be avoided. 

Once you’ve read the information, you must brainstorm possible speech topics and write out an introduction and conclusion for each.  You will deliver these speeches in class for a 30 point speech grade.

When you select your topics, you need to decide what kind of speech this would be.  Would it be an informative speech, editorial speech (where you argue your opinion), motivational speech, or some other kind?  For instance, if you selected the topic of “Violence in Video Games,” you would most likely do an editorial.  You would then write your introduction and conclusion based on what you would hypothetically say in that speech.

If you choose to work alone, brainstorm three separate speech topics and write an effective introduction and conclusion for each (that’s six paragraphs in total).  You will pick your favorite of those three topics to deliver to the class on Friday.

If you choose to work with a partner, brainstorm five separate speech topics and write an effective introduction and conclusion for each (that’s ten paragraphs in total).  You and your partner will pick your favorite two of those five topics to deliver to the class on Friday.

There are several sample “Great Introductions” provided for you to use as models.

I will collect all scripts (including those you choose not to deliver) after you deliver the speech.  You should aim for 30 to 60 seconds of material between the introduction and conclusion.
